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Enterprise ranks high in southern micropolitans 

ENTERPRISE, Ala. – The City of Enterprise ranks 8th for best Micropolitan Statistical Area in the Southeastern United States, while ranking 75th in the nation for 2009. Enterprise along with the Daphne-Fairhope-Foley area held two of the top 12 rankings located in the Southeast, compared to their neighboring states of Arkansas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee, Georgia, Florida and South Carolina.  

“This is extremely great news, especially during these though economic times,” said City of Enterprise Mayor Kenneth W. Boswell. “It shows we are working hard and really holding up against most of our southern peers.”

The rankings, which are published by economic research company Policom Corp., are based on 23 different economic factors that measure progress over a 20-year period. This information helps to determine a micro’s ranking.

Enterprise saw an increase in its ranking four spots up from 79th in the nation for 2008. This is compared to the 574 micropolitan areas ranked each year. 

“We feel this is contributed to the rapid and consistent growth we have seen in our population size as well as the increase in quality of life here,” Mayor Boswell said on behalf of the Council. 

Enterprise fell only second to Daphne-Fairhope-Foley, compared to the other 13 micros ranked in the State. Enterprise and Baldwin County are the only two in the State that have consistently seen improvements over the past five years.

“It is my hope that the City can continue to move up in the rankings and continues to see growth in our economy,” said Mayor Boswell. “In the mean time, the City of Enterprise will continue to be The City of Progress.”
